Our Learning
This term we are focusing on knowing about

how to keep healthy, we will be looking at
the importance of...

- regular physical activity

- healthy eating

- toothbrushing

As authors we will be continuing to develop
our sentence writing remembering finger
spaces, full stops and capital letters.

Reading Diaries / Phoneme Books and
Common Exception Words

Thank you to all our parents who listen to
their child read regularly, it makes a big
impact on their learning. Please could you
indicate if you have listened to your child
read, even if this is just a signature or a tick
in the reading record book.

As we said in our phonics meeting, we have
learnt all the new phonemes for Reception,
however some of these are particularly
tricky and need to be practised as much as
possible. Please continue to practise the
phoneme book and common exception
word book regularly, particularly focusing
on the diagraphs and trigraphs: or, ar, ur, er,
ure, air, ear. Encourage your child to
recognise these phonemes in words when
reading and spelling.
